EXPLANATION OF SYMBOLS

BANYAN VELAA CRUISE

Start your sail and board our Banyan Velaa in Male' Atoll. Your speedboat pick up will be arranged from
the Airport / Banyan Tree Vabbinfaru or Angsana lhuru.

SNORKELING
